2. FOLLOW - Set your on following Jesus. (26:7-8)
e “Yes. Lord, walking in the way of your laws, we wait for you.” (v. 8)

e “If only you had paid attention to my commands, your peace would
have been like a river.” (48:18)

3. FAITH - Trust God to be at work in . (26:11, 20-21)

e “O Lord, your hand is lifted high, but they do not see it.” (v. 11)
e “See, the Lord is coming. . ."” (v. 21)
